
Closing the Prescription Drug Coverage Gap:  

You Could Be Eligible For  
A $250 Rebate This Year  

 to Help with your Medicare Drug Costs*  
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What is the coverage gap and how will I know if Iôve reached it? 

Most Medicare drug plans have a coverage gap.  This means that after you and 
your plan have spent a certain amount of money for covered drugs, you have to 

pay all costs out-of-pocket for your drugs (up to a limit). The Explanation of  
Benefits notice, which your drug plan mails to you each month when you fill a  
prescription, will tell you how much youôve spent on covered drugs and whether 

youôve entered the coverage gap. 
 

Will I need to do anything to get this rebate check?  
No. There are no forms to fill out or phone calls to make. Medicare will  
automatically send a check thatôs made out to you. You donôt need to  
provide any personal information like your Medicare, Social Security,  

or bank account numbers to get the rebate check.  
Donôt give your personal information to anyone who calls you about the $250 
rebate check. Call 1 -800-MEDICARE (1-800-633-4227) to report anyone who 

does this. TTY users should call 1 -877-486-2048. 
 

When will I get the rebate check?  
If you reach the coverage gap this year and enter the Part D ñdonut holeò, you will 
receive a one-time $250 rebate check. These checks will begin to get mailed to 
beneficiaries starting in mid-June. Checks will be mailed monthly throughout the 

year as beneficiaries enter the coverage gap.  
*Individuals receiving Medicare Extra Help will not receive a rebate check.  

 

What if I donôt get the rebate check when I should? 
Call your Medicare drug plan to make sure all of your information has been sent to 
Medicare. If you donôt get your rebate check, contact Medicare. You can also 

check to make sure Social Security has your correct home address.  
Call 1-800-772-1213 or your local Social Security office.  

TTY users should call 1 -800-325-0778.  
 

*Individuals receiving Medicare Extra Help will not receive a rebate check.

help getting a handle on their finances.  The  

official government website dedicated to  

teaching all Americans the basics of financial 

education, www.mymoney.gov, is now loaded 

with more information and is even easier to 

use. 

 

The new site has enhanced interactive features 

and provides more resources to Americans 

seeking information that can help with their  

personal financial decisions. 

 

The new www.mymoney.gov website creates 

an online point of access to financial informa-

tion from the 21 federal agencies, departments, 

and bureaus -- including Social Security -- that 

comprise the Financial Literacy and Education 

Commission.  

 

Visitors to the site can find information about 

how to plan, financially, for a host of life 

events, such as the birth or adoption of a child, 

home ownership, or retirement.   

 

Users also can find information targeted to 

their personal or professional situation.  For  

instance, the site offers resources for teachers, 

military service members, women, parents, 

youth, and employers.  

 

The site also provides money management 

tools including a financial savings calculator, 

worksheets for establishing a household 

budget, and a college preparation checklist.  

 

The site also is available in Spanish. The effort 

to make the website as helpful and useful to 

Americans will be ongoing, with improvements 

expected to continue. 

 

In addition to being a member of the commis-

sion responsible for this site, Social Security 

offers other ways to help you with your  

finances. For example, you can use the online 

Retirement Estimator to get a personalized,  

instant estimate of what your future retirement 

benefits will be in different situations.
